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Abstract

PTT (3GT) polymer belongs to the family of polyesters that can be spun into fibers. The fibers and yarns have a unique combination of properties including stretch and recovery, softness, bulk, and easy dye. Fabrics produced from PTT fibers and yarns clean easily and have superior durability. PTT unifies the main and best characteristics of nylon and polyester for the most disparate applications, even if today the most characteristic ones concern carpets and car- and house-fittings.

This presentation will include the comparison of PET, PTT and to some extent PBT. A case study will be presented – How the shrinkage of PTT yarn can be controlled after spinning? This case study will be a stepwise presentation with some fundamentals supplemented by Structure-Process-Property-Relationship.
