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Abstract

The success of microencapsulation in medicine for controlled drug release encouraged researchers to explore the possibilities of using this technique for other applications. Carbonless copier and thermal papers are the cases in point. Interesting applications of microcapsules for textile chemical processing has been of interest for some time now. This paper examines the science and technology of encapsulations with experimental data on hydrophobic and hydrophilic microcapsules and comments on the possible potential areas and manner in which this technique could be effectively used for textile applications.
