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Abstract

Finishing of garments is very important to increase the durability and comfortability. As the environmental pollution increases the bacterial and fungal attack is more during wearing and storage of garments. The growth of fungi is in high for under garments. In this paper Bio-finishing of garments for anti-bacterial and anti-fungal activity was studied. For this the extract was obtained from the naturally abundantly available seaweed  in the south Tamilnadu coastal area. The extracts are obtained by diethyl ether solvent extraction technique. The treated fabric is tested for anti-fungal and anti-bacterial activity.
