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Abstract

Study of ecological hazards during various unit operations of textiles is an important area of investigation. In this paper, noise and air pollution in textile processes have been discussed. Possible remedial measures to combat those industrial hazards are also highlighted. Environmental degradation in processing occurs right from the cotton cultivation to finishing. The contributory factors responsible and the corrective steps required to minimize those ecological impacts are pointed out. Pollution load on our environment due to the various activities of synthetic fibre industry is emphasized. Textile waste management process has also been mentioned in this paper.
