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Abstract

In the present paper microencapsulation of substrates like cotton and Polyester/cotton are done by the phase separation technique of encapsulation through pad – dry and pad – dry – cure process. Microencapsulation is carried out by using Lavender oil and Jasmine oil as the core material and Gelatin as the shell material for the dyed as well as the bleached fabric samples. The results however generated conducive results as detected by washing tests, fragrance transfer test, subjective analysis and scanning test for the encapsulated sample. Optimum results were obtained as detected for the samples. Paper also attempts to highlight on the techno – commercial viability of this process by envisaging the cost of microcapsulates.
